LHI will verify
equivalency prior to submission of application to Alvernia using AACRAO Edge or equivalent tool. 3 party
evaluations will be required only if there are any discrepancies or if the grading system is unfamiliar.

— All international students, whose native or official language is not English, must show proof of English with one
of the following:

. 60 IBT TOEFL —or — 6.0 IELTS — or — 50 PTE
. SAT: minimum 500
. ACT: 21 on the English section

— Copy of Passport
— Financial Statement and affidavit

— Minimum 2.5 GPA (GPA requirements vary for Nursing and Occupational Therapy) (Minimum 3.0 GPA for
